The following is information that both you and your USAFA cadet will be very interested in!
I am pleased to announce that your USAFA Parents Club, in cooperation with other Texas USAFA Parents Clubs, are sponsoring a very unique event for your cadet, and all other Texas cadets, on March 4th .  This event is called “TEXAS NIGHT!”.
The event will be held in the banquet rooms of Arnold Hall, on the grounds of the Air Force Academy.   This event, open to all Texas cadets, will feature Texas food such as fajitas, tamales, and West Texas brisket, and Blue Bell ice cream.  TEXAS NIGHT! will be held on Thursday, March 4, between 1750-2000 (that’s 5:30 p.m- 8:00 p.m. for you civilians), at the banquet rooms of Arnold Hall.

During the event, the cadets will be encouraged to see if they can identify the cadet.  Provide a picture of your son or daughter doing something that would be meaningful to them, maybe in front of a Texas landmark.  Please… no baby pictures.  The pictures should be in a JPEG file format and be a minimum of 1200 pixels by 800 pixels.  Large pixel count is fine so long as the file size is less than 1 MB.  IMPORTANT – Be certain to include the name of your cadet in the photo name.
2. Forward the attached flyer to your Texas cadet.  Encourage him or her to attend.  The food will be great, and they are welcome to take any left-overs to their dorm room.
3. Homemade desserts.  While we will be providing brownies and Blue Bell ice cream, all of our cadets have their favorite cake, pie, or cookies that only you can make.  Consider making your cadet’s favorite dessert (make enough so they can share…) and then package it for travel, and give it to your Club’s contact (see below for the name and contact information for your Club contact).
