Meeting Minutes
July 12, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 4:10 p.m. by John Fulcoly, who led us in the Pledge of Allegiance with a video clip of raising the flag at the Academy with the band performing in the background. Dave Flick gave the blessing and everyone prepared to eat.

At 5:40 p.m. Laurie Larkin recalled the meeting to order with an introduction of the officers for the upcoming year:  Darcy Holloway, Secretary; Ken & Donna Bohn, Co-Treasurers;  Pam & Andrew Jamieson, Co-Vice Presidents; Deb & John Fulcoly, Co-Past Presidents.  The cadets present were also introduced and explained their summer assignments:  C1C Matt Cook, C1C Dan Fulcoly, C2C Jeff Larkin, and C3C Russell Ahrens.  Col. Wes Reed, Maj Joe Barkate, along with Major Jeff Payne, who was present to make the presentation on BCT, our area ALO’s were also in attendance.

Laurie asked for questions about the minutes for our May 2nd meeting. There were none. There was a motion to accept them by Rhonda Lemieux and it was seconded by Daniel Walker.  

Laurie reminded everyone that this meeting served as our yearly membership meeting and there have been changes in our procedures so that members only receive the following benefits:
· Goodie boxes for member cadets, Firstie Gifts and presentations
· Access to the club website – members only area that will include the directory.  We will not be printing a hard copy of the directory this year.
· Four-year memberships receive a free set of name tags
· Member pricing on dinner meetings 

Watch for our new website that will include the following items:
· Calendar of Events, member access directory, dinner meeting rsvps and payment online, general information about our club, as well as buying group football tickets in the future.

The upcoming local events will be: 

· Club meetings on August 29th, November 7th (AF vs Army football game)
· Parent Weekend, Sept 4-7th;  Our club group football tickets are avalilabela and the eamail has been sent to order as well as flyer explaining how to order these tickets is printed on the back of the agenda.
· Grass Roots Breakfast on December 19th, which will be at the Frontiers of Flight Museum Love Field.

Volunteers were requested to serve on an audit committee.  Dave and Joy Flick, and Lynn Johnston volunteered.

Laurie reported that this year Doolie Day Out was “In” at the Academy due to an outbreak of Swine Flu.   Acceptance Day will be August 5th and next Monday will be the March to Jacks Valley for the cadets in BCT. She brought up ideas for cadet gifts in regards to Acceptance and what is okay to send. Parents suggested cell phones, photos of friends, new underwear and gift cards. Parents were reminded that cell phones were not given except on weekends, until Parents Day Weekend and often that varied by squadron.

2013 parents were invited to make Goodie Boxes for their cadets to be delivered for Acceptance Weekend. There was a reminder that there is a difference between sending mail by US Postal Service and UPS or Fed Ex as far as pick-up location and a fee that is attached for anything other than US Postal Service delivery.

The Swine Flu outbreak was discussed in further detail. It was reported to be the largest outbreak in the country to date. 185 cadets had tested positive, but not all have the flu. Parents present who worked in the medical field reported that the Swine Flu is actually not any more deadly or serious than any other flu, just new and quite contagious.

Pam and Andrew Jamieson distributed  gifts to BCT parents that were photo albums with the 2013 class motto & the Airman’s Creed printed inside. There were parents of 18 cadets present.

Major Jeff Payne, a graduate of ’97 made the presentation on BCT. He discussed that it emphasized several important factors:

· An introduction to the military
· Developing a “Warrior Spirit” – learning to dig deep and think fast
· Build confidence in themselves by stressing them mentally and physically – making them ready to lead
· The importance of team work
· Developing courage 

He discussed how all of this culminated in the Acceptance Day activities. Shoulder boards are given to signify this accomplishment. The BCT squadrons transition to their regular squadrons using the wedge formation, which isn’t used again until graduation. He told the group that this year the BCT was composed of 1386 appointees and to date 20 had dropped out. 

Questions were then entertained by Maj Payne and C1C Matt Cook from parents; in particuaar our 2013 parents in regards to basic, swine flu, and what is acceptable to send to cadets for acceptance. 

Letters received during BCT were read from parents of upper class cadets. Dave and Joy Flick had several, which demonstrated the “ups and downs” of BCT to the new parents. Deb Fulcoy also read several letters from Dan. Some of the Doolie parents reported that they had already received letters.

The raffle was held and run by cadets Russell Ahrens and Jeff Larkin.  

The meeting was adjourned at 7:10 p.m.
